Friday Night Five – Ken Gartner reported he’s working on getting some 10 year anniversary mugs made for the people who have run 100 or more Coffee o’s. He wants to keep the anniversary event low key. The race has had a good turnout lately with 20-40 people running. 
Special Events –   Carolyn Bird reported that there will be a fun run Wednesday morning, July 4th at Sandro’s house. Carolyn said she would put Sandro’s fun run in the Newsletter. Carolyn brought a Commodores schedule, it was decided that we would go for a Saturday, July 14th game and see how it goes. She will get in touch with Paul Hartel about the fall golf game. The new timing machine was used , we timed Wes Chadbourne’s race which had a record turnout. July 20th will be the FTC cookout at the Pelletiers. We have 4 people who have competed in 4 of the Grandprix events so far. July 1st we will be doing the timing in Wellfleet. 
Cape Cod Marathon – Courtney Bird reported we have 224 or 225 Marathon entries and 15 or 16   Relay teams entered to date. We are well ahead of where we were this time for the last two years. We’re in good shape. In terms of personnel for the Marathon Committee, Juanita is stepping away from her position, Janet Folger has a friend who will do Juanita’s job. Danielle will get jackets out by mid summer. The CCM server has been down along with the FTC website. We are doing very well with the Marathon.  
Coaching – Bob Richards reported for Jim preisig that the workouts are going very well. We have had decent turnouts with 6-12 people.
