It’s coming around again -- the 31st running of the western
version of Tommy Leonard’s Falmouth Road Race, also
known as the Litchfield Hills Road Race.

Dalton because they were the only ones who were brave
enough to run the entire 7.38-mile course in the pouring
cold rain, while the rest of the field engorged themselves
on mountains of food while simultaniously resolving to
commit to a life of good food in moderation and plenty of
exercise — beginning on January 2. But everyone in
attendance came away with a prize, whether a bag of
selected recycled goodies from the Cape Cod Marathon
Lost and Found; old t-shirts, mugs and other trinkets from
the vast FTC Memorabilia warehouse; or bottles of select
vintage champagne.

As for the trophy, tradition allows the winners to take
the coveted memento of their acomplishment home for a
brief period of time to brag ad nauseum to family, friends
and even business associates about what this venerable
symbol all means.

This communication was
soom followed on February
2 by yet another, which did
provide a measure of relief
for the distraught Hangover
Classic race director. It said
“mr bird  i received a HOT
TIP from an inside contact
at seagull memorial park
he said that if i went to the park at the town dump i would
be pleasently surprised  i should also bring a six-pack of
off shore ale   i went to the park and was i surprised  see
attached picture  i have rescued the trophy and will
endevor to get it back in tip top shape after its exposure to

the elements  Randy Sparks” A picture of the trophy in the
park was attached.

The Department of Homeland Security in the meantime
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FTC memebership  runs from January 1 st
to December 31 st  of each year.

This year the Falmouth Track Club has once again decided to
reimburse the race fee for those who complete all seven races in
the USATF Grand Prix series. The first race was the New Bedford
1/2 marathon, which saw a good showing by the club with at least
11 finishers.  There may have been more, but they didn't put down
FTC as their club designation.

It should be noted that the club had men's and women's teams
score provisionally  in the USATF-NE team scoring at New
Bedford. There were several FTC runners who were not USATF
registered, but if  they register before the next Grand Prix series
event (the Groton 10k on April 29th), the FTC Team standings
will become official.

the event.  Randy Sparks” A picture to prove the veracity
of the e-mail was attached.

The Department of Homeland Security went to Liam
Maguires establishment to query the proprietor himself.
After several hours of fruitless interrogation, the depart-
ment could learn nothing substantive. Mr. Maguire didn’t
know a Randy Sparks. He recalled the night a person of
indeterminate age and sex came in with the trophy, drank
numerous Guinness Stouts, and so charmed Liam that he
didn’t realize that the person didn’t pay his or her consid-
erable tab until long after he or she and the trophy had
vanished into the night.

Then three weeks went by with nothing from Sparks.
